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Uf) Our school started its first highschool English course in 1986. In those days, the demand for English
in society was gradually increasing. In order to meet the needs of students who wanted to be able to speak
English better, and to acquire useful English skills for entrance examinations, we prepared a curriculum
specializing in English. We also started an overseas language program, which was rare even in Tokyo. During the 30 years since
then, the needs for English in Japan have transformed alongside changing social conditions.

Nowadays, in global communication settings, there are more opportunities than ever for non-native English speakers to speak to
each other in English. Once you step out into today’s increasingly globalized world, you will encounter people from various
backgrounds. In such a society, it is necessary to educate people to be steadfast in their values and assert them in English, while
also respecting the diversity of others.

In view of these changes and the demands of the times, we have established an International Course in junior high school, which
makes use of the experiences that we have accumulated so far and further refines our curriculum. We are confident that the new
course will have an even greater educational effect by starting from junior highschool, for a duration of six full years.

Rather than making the acquisition of English the ultimate goal, we will use English as a tool to help students clarify what they
want to do in the future, providing skills which will motivate them beyond graduation. In addition, the career guidance offered to
students will encourage them to find their own path not only in Japan, but anywhere in the world. Students will be able to both
explore and expand their potential.

The aim of the International Course is to sow seeds for the students’ future careers.
